Congregant: I notice there is a pro bono offer. Will you divulge who it is from?

At this time, we will not be divulging who made this offer.

Congregant: Please keep in mind that if a pro bono offer is accepted, it might put pressure on all others who can not afford to donate their time, but who want to work on the building. Will a precedent be set for what is expected?
Thank you for expressing your concerns about the subtle and perhaps not so subtle pressures around donations of time. Our Design Committee has had a number of conversations about the pressures that result or might result from an offer like this. Please know that we will continue to be aware of such pressures and we are working to balance those pressures with other issues, like the pressure of financial constraints.
Congregant: How did you reach the amount of half a million? I thought the amount we had was a maximum of $450,000.

We were asked to use this number by the folks who are working on issues related to insurance.
Congregant: Will the Design Committee be deciding the architect?
